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As you can see from the inset on the left, summer 2011
continued the trend of robust attendance at Camp Pitt. High School
Week once again had over 90 campers. Middle School 1 & 2
combined for a total of 129 attendees. Lake week attendance
rebounded to 21 campers. We hosted 201 students between
kindergarten and fifth grade for a week of camp. “Work Camp”
hosted 14 campers and spent a week serving in many locations
around Pittsylvania and Henry Counties in Jesus’ hame and for His
glory.

The summer mission offering was collected for International
Disaster Emergency Services which provides relief and aid
ministries here in the USA and around the world. IDES is serving
victims from many of the disasters you've seen on news broadcasts
over the past year.

While these numbers are encouraging, Camp Pitt is not
merely about the statistics.

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As the offering from last year's Harvest Day was coming in, the camp was facing some
of the leanest giving months in the past 6 or 7 years. In fact, it was necessary to use some of
the offering from 2010 to ensure the camp would have enough funds on hand to pay bills
through the winter. This situation required contacting the member churches and asking them to
re-designate their gifts for general use. After that process, the camp directors decided to make
all Harvest Day offerings a general fundraiser going forward. This means gifts given at Harvest
Day will not be restricted to specific uses.

Since its inception, the Harvest Day offering has gone to special projects and
purchases for the camp. As such, funds received were restricted to those specific expenses.
This change will allow the camp board to use the funds to meet monthly expenses as needed.
Special projects/purchases will only be completed if other expenses are covered first. This
year the list of potential projects includes: installation/refurbishing of playground equipment,
establishing a “rainy-day” fund, completing audio-visual upgrades to the gym, upgrading the
heating and A/C systems in the dorms, and repairs to the basketball court.

The offering goal for Harvest Day this year is $25,000. Come on out to the camp
Sunday, November 13 for Harvest Day 2011. Join us for the meal at 5:00 PM. Program will
begin at 6:00 PM. After the Lord’s Supper and the offering we will Celebrate God’s Provision.
We hope to see you there.
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Regular monthly contributions are the lifeblood of donor supported organizations like
Camp Pitt. In November 2010, Camp Pitt kicked off the “1240 campaign” seeking 40 people
who would commit to making a contribution each month in 2011. This campaign has been a
great financial blessing to the camp ministry. Over $11,000 in individual gifts have been
received through August 2011. That's an increase of more than $8,750 in gifts by individuals
over the same period in 2010. For 2012 the 1240 campaign will become the Key Campaign.
